English — Riddles

Lesson 4: Watch this video about riddles. Can you solve the riddle? Once you’ve solved the riddle, can
you come up with a riddle to describe an animal of your choice? You could use adjectives you came
up with in lesson 1 to help you. Send your riddle to your teacher via 2email.

Lesson 5: Perform your riddle to someone at home. Can they guess what your riddle was about?
