Number, shape & measures: 
Lesson 1: Number of the week 7 How could you represent the number 7? 
Shape of the week: Listen to this song about a cone. Can you make a 
cone shaped party hat? 
Lesson 2: Have a go at making your own balance scales using a coat 
hanger and some cups or bags. Place items in each side. Use the 
words heavier and lighter to describe your results. For a challenge try 
to make the scales balance.  
Lesson 3:  Get an apple and have a hunt around your home to find things that are 
lighter and heavier than it. You could use your balance scales to check if you are 
correct. Can you find anything which is larger than the apple but lighter? 
Lesson 4: Collect a selection of containers and investigate which holds the most by 
using a small cup of water to fill each container and counting how many cup-fulls the 
containers hold. Try to use the words empty, half full, nearly full and full, as you go.  
Lesson 5:  Find a tall narrow container and a wide shallow one. Predict which will 
hold the most water then investigate to find out if you were right.  

Communication, language & literacy: 
Word of the week: Fiction. A fiction book is a made-up story.  
Phonics: 
Lesson 1 Learn the /ch/ sound 
Lesson 2 Learn the /sh/ sound 
Lesson 3 Learn the /th/ sound 
Lesson 4 Watch these videos for the /ch/ /sh/ and /th/ sound (you will need to scroll 
down the page to find them). Join in reading the sentences. 
Lesson 5: Watch the Alphablocks. Can you use your robot arms to read the words with 
the /ch/ and /sh/ sounds in? 
Tricky words- my and you 
Reading: Read some of your books on Bug Club  
Is it a fiction book? Look at the front cover - what do you think will happen? Did you 
enjoy the story? 
Writing:  Write a sentence using our new tricky words – my and you. 
Think of your own fiction story and have a go at writing a few sentences about it. 
Kinetic Letters - Practise the letters /r/ and /p/ (Please see Evidence Me for support) The World/topic                   Irresistible Learning Topic: Penguins 

Activity 1: Listen to the story Lost and Found 
Who came to visit the little boy? How did the boy try to get the 
Penguin back home? 
Activity 2: Watch the penguins live from Edinburgh zoo. Can you draw them? Can 
you see them at feeding time?  
Activity 3: Can you make your very own penguin? You might use paper and crayons, 
paint or even junk modelling equipment. This video guides you in 
drawing your own penguin! 
Activity 4: Learn ‘The Penguin Song’ and the actions to go with it!
