Maths 
White Rose: Addition and Subtraction (For each lesson watch the video by clicking the link 
and then complete the worksheet set as a 2Do on Purple Mash. The worksheets will be released 
each day.)

Lesson 2: Check calculations 
Lesson 3: Know your bonds 
Lesson 4: Related facts  
Lesson 5: Bonds to 100 (tens)

English 
Oak Academy: The Bird and the Forest Fires: middles - start on lesson 1 and 
complete a new lesson each day (lessons 1-5).  

Extra writing challenge: 
Traditional Fairy-tale: Jack and the Beanstalk 
Listen to the story Jack and the Beanstalk (click here). Then complete the 
2Dos: ‘Retell the story’ and ‘Favourite Part’ on Purple Mash (or you could 
complete these activities on paper by drawing pictures and writing your own sentences and use 
2Email to share them with your teacher).  

Kinetic Letters (handwriting): Practise the Abracadabra family (c, o, a, d, g, q, s). (Click here for 
video) 

Phonics/ SPaG: Now that we have completed phase 5 we are starting to learn the spelling rules 
for Year 2. This week we are looking at homophones and near homophones. Watch the three 
videos (click here) and then complete the ‘homophones quiz’ set as a 2Do on Purple Mash.  
This week, we would also like you to practise some Year 2 Common Exception Words using the 
Little Bird Spelling game (select Y2 and practise spelling the words: old, cold, gold, hold, told, 
mother, father, brother and sister in the third bird box from the left.)  

Reading: Log on to Bug Club and explore the books you have been allocated.  
You might also want to listen to a story read by its author or illustrator (click here) - 
you can click on the link on the book to find the video. 
What was your favourite part of the story? Explain why. 

Irresistible Learning: Out of Eggs 
This week, we are continuing to look at habitats and how animals are adapted to their 
habitats. Watch this video (click here) on polar habitats. Then scroll 
to the bottom of the page to complete the quiz. 
Science investigation (activity 1): follow this link (click here) to 
complete the scientific experiment (2 pages). You can send photos to 
your teachers via 2Email on Purple Mash. You will need help from a 
grown up for this one! 
Science follow-up activity (activity 2): write a sentence explaining 
what you discovered from the experiment. I found out that…  
(Optional) Extra activity: You could also create a poster explaining 
how polar animals are adapted to their habitat. 

Art (activity 3): Follow this link (click here) and scroll down the page to find a different 
video of an animal that comes from an egg. Can you find any animals that live in polar 
regions? Click the video when you are ready to start drawing.  

You can also complete the ‘penguin’ and ‘Animals of Antarctica’ 2Dos on Purple Mash.
