Task 3: Create a new ending for your favourite book. If you could choose any ending for the book, what would you
choose, try and be as imaginative as possible.

There is a book review template set as a 2Do on
PurpleMash if you would like to use it.

Phonics- Recap your phase 3 sounds by watching this video.
This week we are learning two new sounds. Click on the links to learn our new sounds a_e and e_e. How many
words can you come up with that contain these sounds? Your words can be real and alien. You can practise these
sounds by completing the 2Do on PurpleMash.

Practise some of your tricky words by singing this song. Our tricky words for this week: people and their. Can you
put our tricky words into sentences?

Reading- Take time out to enjoy reading some of your favourite stories, comics, poems or non-
fiction books and celebrate the love of reading. Remember you can log on to Bug Club or you might
enjoy listening to these free audio stories.

Activity- To celebrate World Book Day, you might want to
create a hat to represent your favourite character, story or book.

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Task 1- We would like you to go on a material hunt! Look around your house and see how many
different everyday materials you can find. Can you sort these objects into the correct groups e.g.,
wood, plastic, metal, paper etc.

Task 2- Today we would like you to use your sense of touch for this activity. Have a look at the objects
you have sorted, this time we would like you to have a go at explaining the properties of the materials
e.g., soft, rough, hard, smooth etc.
