Maths

Start with a 2-digit number in your head can you add 1,10 and 100, then subtract 1, 10 and 100. 
Challenge yourself by starting on a 3-digit number.  How quickly can you recall the facts?   

English 
Oak Academy: This week we are starting a unit on narrative writing about The Fate of Fausto, 
start on lesson one and complete a new lesson every day.   
Writing challenge:  This week we are going to be writing about adventure stories, look at this 

picture and then write a description of the setting.  Remember to use 
some noun phrases e.g. the old, wooden door and write in full sentences.    
Reading:  Have some fun logging on to Bug Club and see what books you 
have been given to read.  Remember you can also access the online 
edition of First News. Ask a parent or carer to fill in this form  to get free 
access to the newspaper.  

Spelling: This week we are looking at some common exception words, there is a sheet of 
spellings and a quiz to complete on Purple Mash.
